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Dear SAMA Friends,

It is an exhilarating time at SAMA. We hope that over the past year you
experienced the excitement and energy sparked by our special exhibitions,
focus presentations, gallery rotations, and programs that engage people
with art, ideas, and each other. As the only global-facing art museum in
South-Central Texas, SAMA holds more than 30,000 artworks spanning six
continents and over 5,000 years of history. This extraordinarily rich core
forms the heart of our identity and guides everything we do.

We have had a lot to celebrate this past year, starting with the landmark
exhibition Amalia Mesa-Bains: Archaeology of Memory, which explored
themes of memory, identity, and family histories through powerful installations
made up of a seemingly infinite array of choice objects. Our first major
exhibition of South and Southeast Asian art, Envisioning the Hindu Divine:
Expanding Darshan and Manjari Sharma—in which audiences were
introduced to nine Hindu deities through Manjari Sharma’s large-scale,
colorful photographs in conversation with ancient devotional sculptures from
the Birmingham Museum of Art—followed. Larry Bell: Improvisations, our
fall marquee exhibition, leaned into art, innovation, and SAMA’s origin story.
It celebrated the renowned Light and Space artist’s innovative use of
industrial materials, featuring the monumental installation of The Dilemma of
Griffin’s Cat, which SAMA commissioned for the Museum’s opening in 1981.

Our free family days, generously supported by Art Bridges, continued to be
signature events, especially Spring Break Family Day, which drew over 2,300
visitors to experience the vibrancy of Indian culture. We are proud that public
tour participation increased by 43 percent and college and university tours
rose nearly 10 percent. We also expanded ReCollections, our program for
individuals living with Alzheimer’s and related dementias and their families
and caregivers, an example of the power of our partnership with the Glenn
Biggs Institute for Alzheimer’s and Neurodegenerative Diseases at UT Health
San Antonio, the Alzheimer’s Association, and Meals on Wheels.

SAMA continually seeks to present and interpret its collections with greater
cross-cultural focus and resonance in dialogue with our diverse, multicultural
community. Focusing on the day-to-day activation of our ambitious strategic
plan and its core tenets—collection, community, visitor experience, riverfront
location, and operational capacity—SAMA approved its first campus plan
this fiscal year. Developed by globally renowned architecture firm Herzog &
de Meuron, the plan covers the full range of our sprawling, over-13-acre
site. We look forward to developing with you the ways in which our ultimate
campus development will dramatically bolster our role as an art and
culture leader and urban anchor. We hope you will continue with us on this
exciting journey.

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Amalia Mesa-Bains: Archaeology
of Memory

The vision and scholarship of our curators drive SAMA’s
rich exhibition schedule, and the entire Museum
community—staff, members, donors, volunteers, and
visitors—contributes to their success. SAMA presented
eleven exhibitions this fiscal year. Dried lavender, chemistry beakers, crushed glass,
loteria cards, oxygen cords, armoires, seashells, a
First Communion gown, and family photographs—
this is just a small sampling of the materials,
embedded with memory, that Amalia Mesa-Bains
has incorporated into her room-sized installations
over forty-five years of artistic practice. Known for pioneering the genre of
altar-installations, Mesa-Bains has innovated sacred forms such as altares
(home altars), ofrendas (offerings to the dead), descansos (roadside resting
places), and capillas (home yard shrines) to recover cultural memory

and position Chicana art in the broader field of contemporary American art.

Amalia Mesa-Bains: Archaeology of Memory, her first retrospective
exhibition, celebrated her contributions as an influential artist and cultural
critic. Organized by the Berkeley Art Museum and Pacific Film Archive,
the exhibition featured forty works created from 1991 to 2024 in a range of
media, including ten installations and a film of the artist in her studio
directed by Raymond Telles. SAMA’s presentation of the exhibition marked
the premiere of a new large-scale sculpture and the re-envisioning of
Venus Envy Chapter Ill: Cihuatlampa, the Place of the Giant Women as an
exploration of the celestial space of Cihuatlampa, the Mexica (Aztec)
afterlife of women who died in childbirth.

The exhibition was curated by Maria Esther Fernandez, Artistic Director, The Cheech Marin
Center for Chicano Art & Culture of the Riverside Art Museum, and Laura E. Peréz, Professor of
Chicanx, Latinx and Ethnic Studies and Chair of Latinx Research Center, UC Berkeley, and was
accompanied by a fully illustrated catalogue.

Amalia Mesa-Bains: Archaeology of Memory was organized by the Berkeley Art Museum and
Pacific Film Archive in collaboration with the Latinx Research Center (LRC) at UC Berkeley.

The exhibition was made possible by generous lead support from the Henry Luce Foundation
and The Andy Warhol Foundation for the Visual Arts.

Envisioning the Hindu Divine: Expanding Darshan and
Manjari Sharma

MARCH 7-JULY 6, 2025
Cowden Gallery

Envisioning the Hindu Divine: Expanding Darshan and Manjari Sharma
featured forty historical objects from India and Southeast Asia and nine
large-scale photographs by global contemporary artist Manjari Sharma.
Bringing together the striking work of the rising contemporary art star with
the historic collections of the Birmingham Museum of Art, this exhibition
showcased nine of the most significant deities of the Hindu pantheon and
their contemporary relevance in art and faith. These works also served as

a gateway to the concept of darshan—seeing and being seen by the divine,
a profound spiritual exchange of glances experienced through images

of gods. The vibrant, varied, and sometimes contradictory stories of these
gods—as well as their familial relationships with each other—were shared
through the works in this exhibition.

Sharma makes work that is rooted in portraiture and addresses issues of
identity, multiculturalism, and personal mythology. Beginning as a
multiyear, crowdfunded project on Kickstarter, Sharma’s Darshan series
of photographs aimed to recreate the experience of encountering

the nine Hindu deities. An extraordinary aspect of Sharma’s work is her
commitment to creating each scene without digital manipulation. All
items visible in the images were present when photographed, not digitally
added later.

This exhibition was organized by the Birmingham Museum of Art.

Larry Bell: Improvisations

Larry Bell: Improvisations celebrated the artistic achievements of one

of the most influential and renowned artists who emerged from the

Los Angeles art scene in the 1960s. An experimental artist from the start,
Larry Bell, born in Chicago in 1939, has dedicated his career to exploring
themes of light and surface by transforming industrial materials into
physical realities. Originated by Phoenix Art Museum, the exhibition
featured an expansive representation of work created between 1969 and
2024 in various media, including Bell’s signature floating glass cubes,
collages, works on canvas, and glass sculptures.

In the 1960s Bell discovered a vacuum deposition technique using a tank,

or chamber, that allowed him to transfer thin film deposits onto glass

panes. The resulting sculptures and installations enhance the elusiveness
of space by allowing light to pass through and feature metallic coatings that

create subtle optical shifts. Bell has since been using light as his medium
to focus on how different surfaces reflect, absorb, and transmit light.

Unique to SAMA’s presentation was The Dilemma of Griffin’s Cat, a
monumental glass installation that SAMA commissioned Bell to create
for the Museum’s grand opening in 1981. As part of the exhibition, the
installation was on view for the first time in decades.

Larry Bell: Improvisations was organized by Phoenix Art Museum and curated by Rachel
Sadvary Zebro, associate curator of collections at Phoenix Art Museum.

Gateway: Carlos Rosales-
Silva, Pase Usted

Once stark white, the walls of the San Antonio Museum of Art’s cavernous
Great Hall reverberated with Carlos Rosales-Silva’s brilliantly hued
mural, Pase Usted. Two central forms, rendered in golden orange and
deep chartreuse on a vibrant red-orange ground, appeared like archways
that beckoned visitors to pass through. In fact, “pase usted” is Spanish
for “welcome” or “come in.”

Rosales-Silva’s installation inaugurated Gateway, an ongoing project series
that enlists contemporary artists to activate SAMA’s main lobby. Born in
El Paso, Texas, and now based in New York City, Rosales-Silva adeptly
blends forms found in nature and the built environment, distilling them to
bold abstractions. In addition to his studio practice, Rosales-Silva is a
seasoned muralist—Pase Usted was his eleventh mural. Developed over
several months and multiple site visits, Pase Usted uniquely responded

to SAMA’s architecture, community, and collections while engaging with
broad cultural narratives.

Examples of the round and corbel arches central to Pase Usted can be
found across the Museum grounds and galleries and are respectively
associated with classical European architecture and the architecture of
the precolonial Americas. Bordering the arches (and continuing along
the staircase and mezzanine walkway), a swirling cerulean blue motif was
the artist’s interpretation of wave and plant-like patterns observed on
vessels throughout the Museum. The design spanned centuries and
continents—from Neolithic China (ca. 2000 BC) to twentieth-century
Mexico—forging connections across time, culture, and place.

Samurai Spirit: Weapons, Accessories, and Paintings

JANUARY 6, 2024-JANUARY 3, 2027

First recounted by oral narratives, stories about samurai warriors in feudal
Japan became popular subjects of literature, theater, and pictorial arts that
have endured through the ages. Samurai swords, polished and decorated,
were revered as treasured emblems of an honorable heritage. Samurai
Spirit: Weapons, Accessories, and Paintings focused on samurai and their
appreciation of finely honed skills in forging and polishing steel to make
weapons of lethal beauty.

Japanese swords are admired for the strength of the steel, which comes
from heating and folding the metal many times and shaping it into a fine,
sharp blade. The exhibition featured two important fourteenth-century
swords: a wakizashi, a sword used for fighting in close quarters, signed by
the maker, Yoshioka Ichimonji Sukehide, and a katana, a sword with a
single-edged blade and a long grip for two hands. Both were purchased
with funds realized from the sale of the late Robert Clemons’s bequest to
SAMA. Other samurai weapons and objects rounded out this introduction
to a major aspect of traditional Japanese culture.

Angel Rodriguez-Diaz:
The Goddess Triptych
Reunited

Angel Rodriguez-Diaz: The Goddess Triptych Reunited honored the legacy of
the artist (born San Juan, Puerto Rico, 1955-died San Antonio, Texas, 2023) and
commemorated the acquisition of Yemaya, the central painting of Rodriguez-
Diaz’'s Goddess Triptych. The other portraits, The Myth of Venus and La
Primavera, entered SAMA’s collection in 2013 as gifts from renowned author
Sandra Cisneros.

Rodriguez-Diaz is recognized nationally for his distinct approach to portraiture.
He studied art at the University of Puerto Rico, then moved to New York

City in 1978 and received an MFA degree from Hunter College before settling
in San Antonio in 1994. Influenced by his background as a gay Latino of
African, Taino, and Spanish descent, Rodriguez-Diaz employed portraiture

to celebrate cultural diversity. His powerful Goddess Triptych features

nude women of color who do not conform to the idealized body type prevalent
throughout Western art history and is exemplary of Rodriguez-Diaz’s
reframing of art historical precedents to empower his subjects.

Also on view were female figures from SAMA’s Ancient Mediterranean
collection and a video by influential Cuban American artist Ana Mendieta
on loan from Art Bridges to contextualize Rodriguez-Diaz’s representation
of the body. Modern interpretations of these figures as goddess-like
entities and their ongoing influence on art reveals
attitudes towards gender, race, and beauty. Whether
venerated by ancient cultures, idealized by European
artists, or reclaimed by feminists, Rodriguez-Diaz’s
Goddess Triptych is in dialogue with images of the
female form across time, culture, and geography. His
portraits present strong, heroic women who assert
their rightful place in the history of art.

Art Bridges ' el
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teamLab: The World of Irreversible Change

In this focus exhibition, SAMA presented a digital artwork by the
international art collective teamlLab alongside a seventeenth-century
Japanese screen from the Museum’s collection.

The World of Irreversible Change resembles the format of historic Japanese
screens such as Scenes in and Around Kyoto (Rakuchi Rakugai-zu), which
presents a birds-eye view of the ancient capital city with major buildings
and thoroughfares that are bustling with life. Viewers’ actions affect the
artworld of a virtual city that is both somewhere in time and here and now
and influence the behaviors of the people in it. Presented across six
monitors, the artwork changes in real-time with the seasons, weather, and
the time of day of its location—in this presentation San Antonio.

The exhibition brought forward concepts including digital vs. analog, the
recontextualization of art historical precedents, collective creativity, and
humanity’s relationship to the environment.

teamLab formed in 2001. Their collaborative practice seeks to navigate the
confluence of art, science, technology, and the natural world. Through art,
the interdisciplinary group of specialists, including artists, programmers,
engineers, CG animators, mathematicians, and architects, aims to explore
the relationship between the self and the world and new forms of perception.

Lovers & Fighters: Prints by Latino Artists in the
SAMA Collection

Lovers & Fighters: Prints by Latino Artists in the SAMA Collection, a focus
exhibition displayed in four rounds, highlighted works featuring imagery and
subjects related to concepts of love, power, and struggle.

Romantic couples, heart motifs, boxers, and wrestlers evoked “lovers” and
“fighters” and served as points of departure to explore these seemingly
opposing concepts. However, the prints on view reframed and expanded
upon those subjects, offering nuanced interpretations of emotions that go
beyond stereotypes of romance and violence.

The focus on printmaking also demonstrated the medium’s influence in
Latino art history—from politically engaged works produced at the Taller
de Gréfica Popular printmaking collective in 1940s Mexico City to
Chicano activism in the United States during the '60s and '70s and today’s
community-based studios, including Self Help Graphics in Los Angeles
and Coronado Studio in Austin. The medium’s capacity to produce multiple
prints enables accessibility to a broad audience while its ability to capture
bold, graphic imagery provides a resounding platform for the artist’s voice.

The Exquisite Art of
Shibata Zeshin: Lacquerwares
and Paintings

This installation focused on lacquer, a medium
derived from the toxic sap of trees belonging to
the genus of poison oaks. Asian lacquer trees
are found in India, China, Korea and Japan,
and each country has produced distinctive
lacquerwares since ancient times.

Throughout its history, lacquer has been used
in a variety of ways for finishes on a wide
range of items. In Japan, polished gold boxes
embellished with designs in mixed metals
were produced as early as the Heian period
(794-1185). Black lacquer decorated with gold
and warm red lacquer finishes were produced
for dining utensils used in Buddhist temples
and elite homes.

Japanese lacquerwares reached a pinnacle in the work of artist Shibata
Zeshin during the Meiji period (1868-1912). Zeshin was a multitalented artist
who learned traditional painting techniques but was also extraordinarily
skilled in using lacquer. Notably, he adapted this difficult medium to
painting by inventing a way to maintain the flexibility of the lacquer so that
a scroll could be rolled without cracking.

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Readymade Remix: New Approaches to Familiar Objects

Found objects, household items, and manufactured goods are often seen in
art exhibitions today, but that was not always the case. In 1917, French artist
Marcel Duchamp (under the pseudonym R. Mutt) infamously submitted a
common urinal as a sculpture titled Fountain to the Society of Independent
Artists in New York. The sculpture was rejected for not being “a work of
art” Duchamp’s presentation of an everyday, mass-produced, functional
object became known as a “readymade.” His use of prefabricated materials
privileged the artist’s ideas and choices, rather than technical skill or labor,
and shifted an ordinary object into a new context and significance.

Drawn from SAMA'’s collection, the works in the exhibition reframed
the readymade to transform the familiar through acts such as mixing,
deconstructing, and repeating. Pushing the readymade beyond
Duchamp’s concept, these artists imbue their work with new and
layered meanings that explore memory, culture, identity, spirituality,
and personal and collective histories.

Maya Blue: Ancient Color, New Visions offered a focused view of Maya art
and its continued resonance today. Drawing from SAMA’s holdings of

art from the ancient Americas—including works recently acquired from the
collection of John M. and Kathi Oppenheimer—the exhibition highlighted
objects from Mesoamerica that illuminated how blue was utilized and
conceived in ancient Maya visual culture. These works were placed in
vibrant dialogue with contemporary works that speak to Maya blue’s
enduring significance today, underscoring the longstanding place of ancient
Mesoamerican art and ideas in thinking through issues of our time.

The spring-summer presentation of
Envisioning the Hindu Divine:
Expanding Darshan and Manjari
Sharma marked SAMA’s first major
exhibition of art from India and
Southeast Asia, with programming
celebrating the richness of Indian
traditions. Birmingham Museum of
Art curator Katherine Anne Paul
introduced visitors to nine Hindu
deities in her lecture, “Meeting
Some Gods.” By collaborating with
community partners to feature music,
dance, yoga, henna, and cuisine,



2025’s Spring Break Family Day welcomed over 2,300 visitors to experience
the vibrancy of Indian culture. Free Tuesday evenings showcased Indian
classical vocalist Mahesh Kale, Garjana Dohl Tasha’s thunderous rhythms,
a screening of Ramayana: The Legend of Prince Rama, and a lippan art
workshop hosted by the India Association of San Antonio. The season
concluded with artist Manjari Sharma’s talk revealing how she transformed
mortals into divine visions for the large-scale photographs in the exhibition.

Several initiatives introduced in late FY 2024 became staples of SAMA’s
programming this year. Art on Tap happy hours and SAMA Loteria
Night—played with a custom deck by artist Jayme Ditto—drew capacity
crowds with their playful, social approach to the museum experience.

First Tuesdays, monthly activations during free hours featuring immersive
activities such as artmaking and cultural performances, attracted nearly
20 percent more visitors than average Free Tuesday attendance. Off the
Wall tours introduced curated themes that explore unexpected connections,
offering fresh alternatives to standard highlights and exhibition tours.
Popular topics included “Dog Days & Timeless Tails,” celebrating man’s best
friend; “The Foodie Tour,” exploring the intersection of fine art and fine
dining; and “Serpents & Dragons,” delving into humanity’s fascination with
serpentine creatures. These tours have become SAMA’s most attended
public tours, averaging fifteen participants each.

FY 2025 was a strong year for tours. Public tour participation rose by

43 percent, and college and university tours increased by 8 percent over
FY 2024. PK-12 engagement was boosted by hosting the Northside
Independent School District Gifted & Talented Field Experience, an
eight-day event that brought over 3,600 third, fourth, and fifth graders
and teachers for hands-on activities inspired by ancient cultures in
SAMA’s collection. This partnership will return every three years, with
the next scheduled for 2028.

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In FY 2025, we also expanded
ReCollections, our program for the
community of people living with
Alzheimer’s and related dementias
as well as their families and
caregivers. Offered in partnership
with the Glenn Biggs Institute for
Alzheimer’s and Neurodegenerative
Diseases at UT Health San Antonio,
the Alzheimer’s Association, and
Meals on Wheels, ReCollections
combines facilitated conversations
with hands-on artmaking to engage
participants in reminiscence,
storytelling, and creative expression.
Sessions are now offered twice
quarterly, effectively doubling the
number of individuals we can serve.

Through our commitment to innovative and inclusive programming,
SAMA’s Education Department continues to expand cultural
understanding and foster lifelong learning, ensuring the Museum can
be a place for everyone to come curious and leave inspired.
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The San Antonio Museum of Art’s collection continues
to grow thanks to the generosity of private donors,
income from endowed funds, and the vision of our
curators. This fiscal year, the Museum added more than
four hundred works of art.

In Memoriam:
Ann Rockefeller
Roberts

In December 2024, Ann Rockefeller
Roberts passed away, leaving a lasting
legacy through her contributions to the
San Antonio Museum of Art and her
dedication to preserving Indigenous art
traditions.

Following Nelson Rockefeller’s death in
1979, Roberts acquired approximately
3,500 pieces of Mexican popular art from
his collection, carefully curated them, and generously donated them to both
the San Antonio Museum of Art and the Mexican Museum in San Francisco.
Her vision helped establish the Nelson A. Rockefeller Center for Latin
American Art at SAMA—the first center in the US dedicated to the study
and exhibition of Latin American art.

In looking for homes for her father’s collection, Roberts’s goal was to make
Mexican cultural objects available to the broad public in cities where
communities have connections to Mexico’s heritage. Writing in 1990 about
her museum donations, Roberts noted that at these institutions, “North
Americans can see the richness of Mexican culture through the folk arts,
and Mexican Americans can see their own abundant Spanish and Indian
folk heritage fully honored.” As a result of Roberts's work, SAMA today
stewards one of the nation’s premier collections of Mexican popular art.
SAMA is proud to steward this collection of objects intimately tied to
human experience, and we gratefully thank Roberts for her expansive work
to make them an indispensable part of San Antonio’s cultural life.
