The policy can be extended to cover their liability arising from the use of non-owned vehicles and/or rented, hired or borrowed vehicles either by themselves, by their employees, or volunteers. 

Non-Owned Auto Liability

An insured needs to be protected for the vicarious liability that results from the use of a non-owned vehicle in their business. They may ask an employee to make a bank deposit during lunch time, deliver an item while driving home from work, or call on a customer using their own personal automobile. 

 

	Nonowned autos means any auto that:

·        You don’t own, hire, rent, lease or borrow; and

·        Is used in the conducts of your business. 

It includes autos owned by your employees or partners or member of their households. But only while such autos are being used in the conduct or your business.


 

	Other Insurance
This agreement is primary insurance for covered autos you own and excess insurance for those you don't own.


When non-owned auto coverage is included, the insured is protected for liability arising out of an accident involving a non-owned vehicle, while it is being used in the conduct of the insured's business. But the coverage is not extended to protect the owner of the non-owned vehicle for their negligence, even if the employee has no primary insurance. See the Adding Employees or Volunteers as Protected Person section of this guideline for additional information.

Hired Automobile Liability

Many insureds may hire or borrow a vehicle from other than their employees during the year. This exposure is properly covered under the Hired Auto section of the current insuring agreement

	Hired autos means any auto that you hire, rent, lease or borrow from others, other than your employees or members of their households. We’ll consider any auto that you lease for a period of 6 months or more to be an auto that you own.
