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Toddlers
Welcome back to toddlers! Over the last two weeks we’ve been busy learning how to keep ourselves safe from germs. With the help from our Super Hero friend, Olly Pop, we’ve been stopping the spread of germs. She’s taught us new handwashing songs. It’s been fun dressing Olly Pop up in different community helper outfits. We’ve transformed her from a doctor to a fire fighter, to a police officer, and to a mail carrier. We’ve been singing The Wheels on the Bus and Old McDonald, so with Miss Irma’s help, we were able to make these songs come to life using buses and farm animals!
Preschool/Kprep

Twos

What in the world have we been up to? Since coming back to school, we have been exploring science and art in various ways. We observed how the paper towels absorbed and spread the water colors. The water droppers helped us to exercise our fine motor skills through pinching and using our fingers. Amelia asked for our pal Mat Man. Singing along to the song, she was able to create Mat Man using the wooden pieces without the teachers help! This activity allows us to become familiar with the parts of our body and their placements. It also helps up become familiar with lines and curves, which will be beneficial when we begin writing letters. 
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 New! Home Activity Kits
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· Stay calm. Big emotions can seem scary to little people. 
· Quiet yourself. Do not try to talk your child out of her feelings. The quieter you become, the more quickly the child will regain calm.
· Ask your child for permission before offering gentle physical support, such as a hand on the shoulder.
· Look your child in the eyes. Say, “I see how sad and frustrated you are. I want to help you.”
· When your child is calm and ready — help her discuss her feelings and begin to find solutions.
· Try a few solutions. Are they successful? If not, try something else.
· Observe your child to understand what her behavior is communicating. Does she understand your expectations? Is she capable of complying? Is she feeling distress or sensory overload?
· Teach emotional literacy. Talk about your feelings and things you do to feel better. Encourage your child to talk about her feelings.
· Be flexible.
