NOTICE: Please read this document before signing. Signing this document affirms that you have read it and understand it in its entirety.

PARTICIPANT RELEASE, WAIVER & INDEMNITY AGREEMENT

I, the undersigned, (hereinafter the "Participant") am aware that horseback riding
and all other equine activities with Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, are athletic events which pose potentially serious risks of injuries or death to their participants. Participant understands that Participant's horse(s) or Participant may be injured or die as a result of Participant's negligence, the negligence of others, or through no fault of Participant or anyone else, because of the nature of the activity in which Participant is going to be engaged. Participant also acknowledges that he/she understands that horses, even the most well trained, are often unpredictable and are often difficult to control.

	With this waiver Participant, or, in the case of a minor or person under a disability, the
parent or legal guardian, accepts notice of the provisions of the Equine Activity Liability Act, §§
3.2-6200 through 3.2-6203 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, which state in part:

"Intrinsic dangers of equine activities" means those dangers or conditions that are an
integral part of equine activities, including: (i) the propensity of equines to behave in ways
that may result in injury, harm, or death to persons on or around them; (ii) the
unpredictability of an equine's reaction to such things as sounds, sudden movement, and
unfamiliar objects, persons, or other animals; (iii) certain hazards such as surface and
subsurface conditions; (iv) collisions with other animals or objects; and (v) the potential of
a participant acting in a negligent manner that may contribute to injury to the participant
or others, such as failing to maintain control over the equine or not acting within the
participant's ability.

Participant hereby expressly agrees to assume all such risks and hereby waives all right to
sue for injuries caused by such risks. This waiver and express assumption of risks shall
specifically apply to any and all minor children and/or wards of the undersigned, if signed on
behalf of a minor or person under a disability, in accordance with the terms of VA. Code Ann. §
3.2-6202 B, and shall be construed to comply with all exculpatory terms of the Virginia Equine
Activity Liability Act, VA. Code Ann. §§ 3.2-6200 et seq. (Chapter 62, Code of Virginia (1950)

This waiver shall remain valid unless expressly revoked by the Participant or parent or guardian of a minor, in writing, with receipt acknowledged by Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center.

Furthermore, with this waiver, Participant expressly assumes the risk of injury or death
due to negligence by Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, their/its agents, employees, members, officers, directors, and staff, for Participant's safety or for the safety of any minor child or person under a disability.

With the knowledge of the foregoing, and as an inducement for Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center to allow Participant to ride on their property, Participant hereby agrees to waive or release any and all rights that Participant or Participant's heirs may have to make a claim against Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, their employees and participants, or James Gilmore Lunsford or Marsha Lunsford, or any landowners over whose land Participant rides, arising from any damages, injury, or death which Participant might sustain or which might occur to any horse or horses Participant will be riding as a result of Participant's horseback riding or other equine activity. Participant further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless all of the foregoing from any claims which Participant might make or which might be made on Participant's behalf by others or which might be made against Participant by others, arising from riding on their property. Furthermore, Participant agrees to indemnify Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, their employees, or any landowners, their families, employees or tenants, for any injury, death, loss or damage to any personal property which might occur during an equine activity as defined by § 3.2-6200 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, or social functions sponsored by or held on their behalf or for their benefit, when such injury, death, loss or damage occurs on their property.

BY SIGNING THIS WAIVER AND RELEASE, PARTICIPANT UNDERSTANDS
THAT PARTICIPANT IS GIVING UP, (WAIVING AND RELEASING) ANY RIGHT
PARTICIPANT MIGHT HAVE TO SUE OR MAKE A CLAIM WHICH PARTICIPANT
MIGHT HAVE OR WHICH MIGHT SUBSEQUENTLY ARISE OR OCCUR AGAINST
DARE TO DREAM THERAPEUTIC HORSEMANSHIP CENTER AND PARTICIPANTS, JAMES GILMORE AND MARSHA LUNSFORD, OR ANY LANDOWNERS, THEIR FAMILIES, EMPLOYEES OR TENANTS, OVER WHOSE LAND PARTICIPANT RIDES, FOR ANY INJURIES PARTICIPANT MIGHT SUSTAIN WHILE HORSEBACK RIDING OR PARTICIPATING IN AN EQUINE ACTIVITY, AND THAT PARTICIPANT IS INDEMNIFYING AND HOLDING HARMLESS, DARE TO DREAM THERAPEUTIC HORSEMANSHIP CENTER AND EMPLOYEES, AND/OR ANY LANDOWNERS,
THEIR FAMILIES, EMPLOYEES AND TENANTS, AND JAMES GILMORE AND MARSHA LUNSFORD, OVER WHOSE LAND PARTICIPANT RIDES, FOR INJURING ANYONE ELSE OR ANY HORSE RIDDEN BY ANOTHER WHILE SO ENGAGED. IT IS PARTICIPANT'S INTENT TO GIVE UP THOSE RIGHTS AND PROVIDE THIS HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT, AND PARTICIPANT SO DOES KNOWINGLY AND VOLUNTARILY.

It is expressly agreed by Participant that this Release, Waiver and Indemnity Agreement
shall be governed and construed as being sufficient to satisfy the assumption of risk and waiver
requirements necessary to relieve the equine activity sponsors and equine activity professionals
from liability under the Virginia Equine Activity Liability Act, and that Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, their employees and participants, or James Gilmore and Marsha Lunsford, are covered by the provisions of that Act.

This Release, Waiver and Indemnity Agreement shall be governed and construed by the
laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, regardless of where any injury or loss shall occur. In the
event that any portion of this Release, Waiver and Indemnity Agreement shall be declared
unenforceable, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remaining terms of this
agreement, which shall remain in full force and effect.

Participant has been advised to wear protective headgear at all times while riding or
otherwise coming in contact with horses, and expressly assumes the risk of injury resulting from
failure to do so and/or from selecting headgear which does not adequately protect against injury.
Participant acknowledges that he or she has been advised to read the entire contents of this Agreement and agrees that he or she has done so or has had the opportunity to do so.

or James Gilmore and Marsha Lunsford, from any loss or damage sustained or claimed by Participant (or Participant's Personal Representative), and further, to indemnify Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, their employees and participants, or James Gilmore and Marsha Lunsford, from any and all costs of defending such claims, including but limited to Attorney's fees.

It is expressly agreed by any parent or legal guardian whose signature appears on this
agreement, that this Release, Waiver and Indemnity Agreement shall be governed and construed
as being sufficient to satisfy the assumption of risk and waiver requirements necessary to relieve
the equine activity sponsors and equine activity professionals from liability under the Virginia
Equine Activity Liability Act, and that Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, their employees and participants, or James Gilmore and Marsha Lunsford are covered by the provisions of that Act. Further, any parent or legal guardian whose signature appears on this agreement hereby represents that they have authority to sign this agreement and that Dare to Dream Therapeutic Horsemanship Center, their employees and participants, or James Gilmore and Marsha Lunsford, may on rely on such representation.
