We will be 

discussing polar animals, why animals live in different climates and how they survive. We will focus on 

polar bears, snow owls, penguins, reindeer and walrus.  Friends will use their fine motor skills to place 

stickers along a trail of polar bear tracks to help them back to their igloo home. They will learn about 

polar bears and other animals through our favorite book “Polar Bear, Polar Bear What Do You Hear” 

   The third week we will focus on Grassland animals. Friends will figure out what animals live in 

water, air or land.  Friends will have to search through pictures to find the matching halves of each 

animal that lives in the grasslands.  Art projects this week are going to get messy, we will be using unique 

painting techniques with items such as sponges and forks to create textures. 

 Lastly we will be talking about Desert animals and the environment these animals live in. We will 

be reading lots of desert books, working on our fine motor skills and exploring our desert themed sensory 

table.  Beware of the snakes! Friends are going to make AB patterns using shapes on the back of snakes. 

We will be making lizards, cactus, coyotes, armadillo, and snake crafts!
